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Abstract. The article deals with handled lamps found in the medieval layers of Chersonese. Like other
types of lamps, they were widespread in the Mediterranean-Black Sea region, and having appeared in the
early Byzantine period, were in use throughout the Middle Ages and are still in production today. As a
rule, only handles, the most durable parts of these lamps are preserved. Depending on the method of their
manufacture, they can be subdivided into several types. The most numerous in Chersonese are handles
produced by putting a drop of glass on the wall of a vessel, pulling a rod out of it, bending it into a ring, and
putting the end over the drop from which the handle was pulled. Fragments of lamps decorated with applied
wavy strip or thread of glass also often occur. In Chersonese they have come mainly from the deposits
of the 13th century, when this type of ornamentation became particularly popular. Finds of fragments of
lamps with handles and partially preserved body has allowed distinguishing several lamp forms that were
in use in Chersonese: cylindrical, hemispherical, tulip-shaped, in the form of truncated cone, biconical,
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as well as in the shape of squat cone, and with a pronounced flaring wide neck and a globular body. The
only completely preserved specimen of a lamp found in Chersonese belongs to the latter type. Such lamps
appeared simultaneously with other types of lamps, copied the form of silver and bronze lamps of early
Byzantine period and, in turn, served as a model for the so-called mosque lamps, which seem to have
appeared in the second half of the tenth century. The peak of their existence both in the West and in the East
falls on the XII-XIV centuries.
